Barack Obama has entered the White House and
someone remarked he had just 18 months before
he had to start campaigning again. It doesn’t
seem like long to make a difference — does it?

But as somebody said to me recently — in a
different context — we don't have tomorrow. He
meant now is the most important time. While we
may plan for the future it may never arrive. We
have to get on with doing things now.

Now one of my biggest problems is putting off doing things. It's not that I'm
particularly lazy, not any more than anyone else (I would, say that wouldn't I);
instead | prefer to leave things for a while to see if they really need doing.
Maybe I'd be better suited to living in Spain — mafana. It means ‘tomorrow’ or
perhaps at some indefinite time in the future. It reminds me of a story about
some Latin American trying to explain to a Scottish islander the term mafiana
and being told that we have nothing quite so urgent in our culture.

Of course we all do need to prioritize; you simply can't do everything right
now . (That would leave nothing to do tomorrow or mafiana, would it?) There
is definitely a need to see the urgency of Jesus message ‘follow me’. What
exactly would have happened if Peter, James and John had said — maybe
tomorrow, we’ll go fishing today. But we also need — like Barack Obama does
— to see the bigger picture. It would be utterly absurd for him to plan only for
18 months; after all why not just say | may be assassinated tomorrow so I'll
only plan today, and even that in pencil. So too for us; although we don’t
know if we'll be here tomorrow we still make plans. Paul planned to visit
Rome on his way to Spain; that would have been a journey long in the
planning and execution.

Therefore | would respectfully urge you to make plans for your life; if you are
a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ how do you plan to develop your faith.
Don't just leave it to chance — you don’t do that with your garden plants or
your savings, now do you? If you are someone who still has some doubts
about whether you are following Jesus make some plans to be sure of that —
not this year, but now. Come and speak to myself or one of the elders or talk
to any member of the congregation about this and make it a priority to be
sure of your future. And if you are sure that you are not following Jesus —
then please think about that and the Bible’s assertion that one day (perhaps
sooner than later) you will meet up with him and be asked to give reasons.
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And you know what? All these plans for the future will actually make a
difference right now

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enveloping everything in it's path. There was no
escape. Half a mile from home, trapped behind the E w4 et
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In the face of real fears, theory is not enough. When
terrible things happen, can you really believe that
God is in control, that God is love? In Nothing Else to Fear, Ellis uses
Scripture and candid accounts of his own experiences in Indonesia to prove
that God can be trusted.

The book’s title and central theme takes its cue from a hymn based on Psalm
34: “Fear him, you saints; and you will then have nothing else to fear: Make
his service your delight, Your wants shall be his care.”

David Ellis looks back on twenty years as a missionary in Indonesia and
brings out valuable lessons from his experiences. He doesn't offer a way to
make your problems disappear. Instead, this humbling and awe-inspiring
book will change the way you look at the world and your relationship with
God.
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John 1:14 says of Jesus "And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among
us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,)
full of grace and truth". In Acts 1:8 Jesus commissioned those who follow him
to "be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth". So, as His followers, we
want to bear witness in our own communities to this "Word made flesh ... full
of grace and truth" who many people have never met. Street Pastors is just
one way that we've found to do just that.

Street Pastors teams operate throughout the UK. Volunteers from different
local churches and denominations started Street Pastors in Inverness city
centre in January 2008. We now have over 30 volunteers from 14 different
churches who operate in teams of between 4 and 6 wearing distinctive Street
Pastors jackets, making
themselves available to people on
the city centre's streets between
10pm and 4am on Fridays and
Saturdays. We help people in all
sorts of practical ways and some
people have even told us that
we've helped save lives. But we
spend most of our time listening,
and praying.

As people have got to know us,
they've come to both trust us and
to associate us with Jesus, and have then come to us about all kinds of deep
issues in their lives, talked, asked for wisdom from the scriptures, asked for
prayer, and wanted to know more about spiritual things. We've been very
humbled as we've become involved in a kind of revival that we didn't fully
appreciate when we started. A revival of the community pastoral ministry,
that still thrives in many smaller communities but has been sadly missing
from many of our city streets. We try to demonstrate both the love and the
counsel of God to those who don't know Him so well, care for people's well-
being in spirit, soul and body, and pray that Jesus would reflect himself in us
for those who don't yet know who He is.

Inverness Street Pastors have also been invited to help at local youth events
and music festivals including Rockness and Belladrum. We were asked by a
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committee of city centre stakeholders including the Provost and Councillors
to provide additional coverage on the streets over the Christmas and
Hogmanay period, and we're also being asked by Northern Constabulary to
consider taking to the streets of some of the more troublesome local housing
estates to help facilitate community and communal responsibility.

We're amazed at the doors that God is opening for us to demonstrate His
Kingdom in action.

You can help Inverness Street Pastors
by praying.

The conference is for precentors, potential precentors and all interested in
psalm-singing nationwide.
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David Wilkinson is Principal of St Johns College at the University of Durham,
England. He is also Lecturer in the Department of Theology and Religion.

He is married to Alison and has two children, Adam and Hannah.

His background is research in theoretical
astrophysics, where he gained a PhD in the
study of star formation, the chemical evolution
of galaxies and terrestrial mass extinctions. He
is a Fellow of the Royal Astronomical Society.

After this research he trained for the Methodist
ministry, serving in a variety of appointments,
including a growing church in Liverpool and as
Methodist chaplain at Liverpool University.

His current work at the University of Durham §
involves the relationship of the Christian faith to
contemporary culture, from science to pop
culture. He also holds a PhD in Systematic
Theology where he explored the future of the
physical Universe.

He has written a number of books concerning science and the Christian faith
including God, Time and Stephen Hawking (Monarch, 2001) and Alone in the
Universe: The X-Files, Aliens and God (IVP, 1997). He travels widely to
speak and broadcast on the relationship of science and faith, and other
issues of the relationship of Christian faith to contemporary culture.

David is coming to speak in the lecture theatre in Moray College on
Wednesday 11th March. There are two lectures, the first from 4-5pm is aimed
primarily at senior school level and his topic is Science and the God of the
Bible. The second lecture is from 7-8pm and is an open event. The topic will
be Dawkins, Hawking and the search for God.

The talks providentially fall within the Moray Science festival week and will be
well worth going along to.
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Hands up all those who are sometimes disappointed in our congregational
singing! | know | am, yet there are times when | find it gloriously uplifting!
Clearly our voices are a God given gift to be used in the praise and worship
of our glorious Trinity. We should be singing in a meaningful way, yes even if
we are tone deaf and don't sound tuneful, after all not everyone can be a
Pavarotti or a Catherine Jenkins.

The problems with congregational praise are not new. Charles Wesley and
Isaac Watts, no mean judges, both touched upon it.

Wesley said, “All sing, all sing heartily, all sing modestly, all sing in time —
above all, sing spiritually!”

Watts, the father of psalmody said, “While we sing the praises of God in his
Church, we are employed in that part of worship which of all others is the
nearest akin to Heaven, and it's a pity that this of all others should be
performed the worst upon earth! To see the dull indifference, the negligent
and thoughtless air that sits upon the faces of the whole assembly, while the
psalm is upon their lips, might tempt even a charitable observer to suspect
the fervency of our inward religion; and it's much to be feared that the minds
of most worshippers are absent or unconcerned. Of all our religious
solemnities, psalmody is the most unhappily managed.”

The singing at Pittodrie, Ibrox and Parkhead will certainly be greater than
ours for numbers and volume, but ours should be done more to the honour of
our Triune God.

Come on EFFC, let’s lift up our hearts and voices to sing the praise of our
glorious Trinity aright!

Yours in the fight of faith,
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Born in June 1923 in Ness on the island of Lewis, John Macdonald was a
pupil of the Nicolson Institute in Stornoway and was
awarded the Gaelic Medal in his final year at the
school. On leaving school he studied in Glasgow
University — studies that were interrupted by the
outset of World War 2. During the war he served
with the Royal Navy on Atlantic convoy duty.
Towards the end of his time in the Navy he was |*
delighted to be given the opportunity to travel to |

Australia on an aircraft carrier transporting families
to a new life there. This opportunity came because
natural curiosity had led him to investigate every
part of the vessel and upon questioning by the
captain it was clear he knew the ship upside down!

Upon returning to Glasgow John resumed his studies at Glasgow University,
graduating in 1948, and then trained as a primary teacher at Jordanhill. In
1951 he married Dolina Morrison from Stornoway and together they formed a
partnership that lasted over 53 years. John's teaching career took in
Glasgow, Dumfries-shire and Moray. He was loved and respected by pupils
and staff; many of these became firm friends and remained so to the very
end. When news of his death was received one former pupil said that John
had delivered a Churchillian education better than you would receive at Eton.
Many others also benefited from the insight this dedicated teacher gave them
into the language and culture of the Gael.

John’s love of his native language meant that his normal practice was to read
the Scriptures in Gaelic in the morning and then to read in English in the
evening; and while he was eloquent in English often his private prayers were
in Gaelic too. He became a member of Elgin Free Church in 1997 and then
an elder in the congregation in 2001. He also served the church as treasurer
but it was his interest in people rather than finance that distinguished him and
made him such a beloved part of the congregation.. His particular interest —
as it had been all his life — was in the welfare of the children and young
people of the church.

John felt very keenly the sudden death of his beloved wife and partner
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Dolina in August 2004, but his trust in God never faltered, a trust that
remained with him to the very end. During the latter years John and Dolina’s
two children — Catriona and Donald — were a constant support and delight to
them. Their sacrificial care in John’s final months was quite outstanding and
we commend them to God’s infinite care. While we grieve for the loss of a
much loved friend and counsellor we live in the hope of being reunited with
him in heaven in the presence of the Lord whom he loved and who has now
taken him away.

| have some sympathy for someone who sees little evidence for God’s
existence and therefore (to quote a bus) says ‘there’s probably no God'. They
may look at churchgoers and see that God actually plays little or no part in
their everyday lives and decisions. The justifiable conclusion might be that
God isn't real, because he doesn't appear real to these people. However it is
also possible to see and to read of people who are undoubtedly dependent

on and trusting in God. In these people God is
a real and living part of their existence.| Perhaps therefore a

Of course ’Just becau_se God is real to you or by exhibiting real
me doesn't make him real in an absolute o
sense; a child may have imaginary friends with | everyday belief in
whom they play who are not real in any sense Him yourself
except to the child. One of the problems in

proving God’s existence is that the Bible never tries to prove it; in fact the
Bible does more than assume that God exists — it actually goes further and
says that God has revealed himself to all people. So everybody already
knows he’s there!

The evidence the Bible gives us is that everyone denies God, in the sense of
doing their own thing. It's like the story of a barber who didn’t believe in God'’s
existence on the basis that if God existed there would be neither suffering nor
pain. A customer pointed to someone with long, stringy, dirty hair and said ‘I
don't believe barbers exist because if they did, there would be no people like
that man outside.” The barber responded that barbers do exist but people
don’t come to them.

In that sense the atheist is no different from everyone else — needing
answers, needing evidence and above all needing the revelation of God.

Most people will say that science has disproved God; but while it may be
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the case that scientists (physicists, astronomers and astronauts) have not
found God, neither have they found evidence that disproves God. In arguing
and thinking about the existence of anything (not just God) you have to start
somewhere. If you start with absolutely no presuppositions (nothing at all)
you cannot even start. There is nothing.

The Biblical arguments for the existence of God also start with nothing —
apart from God. He is the origin of the species, of everything. Take God away
and we have everything coming from Nothing. Recent studies suggest it
started with a sponge — but if you or | find a sponge on the road the instant
guestion is ‘where did that come from?’ If there is no God where did we come
from?

But perhaps the greatest proof of the existence of God is Jesus. He's not a
scientific theory or a Christian dogma; he is a person. His works of power
confounded those who saw them so that they said — surely this man has

come from God. While the majority of people
in Britain today would probably be unwilling So while it is
to commit themselves to the existence of a .
personal God it is quite a different matter with pOSS|b|e to debate
Jesus. His existence as a real historical| long and hard over
person is rarely challenged. Quite clearly he .

believed in a personal God whom he called the existence of God
Father. Quite clearly also he behaved in a the existence of
way that is almost universally admired. For a Jesus is clear
variety of reasons many people reject the )

concept of an all powerful and all loving God,
but accept the power and love that was obvious in Jesus life. Nobody ever
spoke like him; nobody ever did the things he did.

So while it is possible to debate long and hard over the existence of God the
existence of Jesus is clear. But where did he come from? How did he
manage to live in such a way? How did he resist the temptations we give in to
so readily? Where did he get the power? In answering some of these
guestions | believe we begin to see that there is more to him than simply a
very good man; and behind this ‘very good man’ we can begin to perceive the
invisible and almighty God who brought this world into being and who offers
us the prospect — not just of knowing he exists but of knowing him as a friend.
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Never underestimate Jesus, because He will just prove you wrong.

We have a new Assessor Elder - James MacArthur.

James is an Elder in the Smithton-Culloden congregation and is now resident
in Nairn.

He is looking forward to being of assistance to our congregation.
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The newly established Deacons’ Court first sat on the 17th December 2006
and since then we have been very busy.

The primary function of the Court is to look after the fabric of the Church and
Manse. With this in mind we have recently completed two major projects.

The first project was to upgrade the créche (or small hall) to make it a more
comfortable and useable room.

This has involved the replacing of the windows, lights and carpet tiles, and
installing a speaker (for listening to the preaching) and central heating. The
room also received a new coat of paint.

The second project was the installation of an en-suite in the manse. This has
probably been the longest project but has made use of ‘spare’ space at the
manse, and given Colin and Christine a much needed second bathroom.

In amongst all this we have upgraded the recording facilities at the church
from cassette to MP3, reroofed the manse’s utility room and dealt with
various requests for donations.

In June 2008 the Deacons’ Court agreed to create two new accounts for the
Congregation. One is for the upkeep/improvement of the Manse and the
other for local Mission work. As you will be aware there are three collections
a year for these accounts (March will be split between Manse and Mission,
June the Manse account and September the Mission account). Please
contribute to these extra collections (through the special envelopes) as they
help in the upkeep and, hopefully, future outreach of the congregation.

Also in July of last year, we also took the decision to use Fairtrade products
at the church. We felt that this would enable us, as a congregation, to do ‘our
bit' to guarantee a better deal for Third world producers.

We are always keen to get feedback from the congregation. If you have
anything you want to bring to the attention of the Deacons’ Court then please
speak to either of the Deacons’ (George or myself), Colin or the Elders (John
Campbell or John MacLauchlin).
